From Spanish Missions to prefab Industrial Villages

Santa Rosalfa de Mulegé, Spanish Mission, 1705

The early Spanish Missions were built with masonry stone walls and adobe bricks. Wood was used

for beams and roofs. Due to the lack of local wood, the wood used in Spanish Missions was trans-
ported from Sinaloa by sailboats to Baja California.

From Spanish Missions to prefab Industrial Villages

Santa Rosalfa, Industrial Village, 1885

Buildings in Santa Rosalia were built with the balloon frame system. At
the end of the 19th century, sailboats transported the wood from California
to Santa Rosalia’s port. This wood was used for the construction of the entire
town. Prefab facades and prefab structural elements were also used.

Buildings were raised from the ground by structural wood posts and
studs. They were built with gabled roofs and overhangs to protect the interior
spaces from heavy rain and sunlight.

Alexander Gustave Eiffel had designed a pre-fabricated metal church in
1884 as a prototype for missionary churches in France’s tropical colonies. Built
in 1887 to be strong enough to withstand severe tropical weather, the church is
made from galvanized iron. Years later, an official for the French Boleo Mining
Company learned of the church being stored in a Brussels warehouse. He pur-
chased it and had the church shipped to Santa Rosalia where it was reassembled
in 1897. It was given the name ‘Iglesia de Santa Barbara’.
